*   To foster a sense of community where people are sharing skills and resources.

*   To increase skills and capacities of individuals-including leadership skills of

youth and adults.

United Way defines "community" as people who are brought together by where they live or by other shared interests, values or similarities.


Eligibility and Conditions

· Neighborhoods, communities or organized groups must be within United Way's 13 county service area. 

· Applicants will generally be volunteer groups with small budgets and limited access to other funding sources. 

· Groups do not need to be incorporated as formal non-profit 501(c)(3) organizations, but must have at least three persons willing to represent the group.

· This fund is specifically not intended to support ongoing human service programs.

· Each "great idea" must be completed within a reasonable time frame.

· Funded groups will be expected to report accomplishments.

· Applications must include signatures from at least three (3) persons from the group.

· Grants usually range from $500-$1,000. If your group needs more or less, talk to us!
