Description:

The purpose of Community Economic Development (CED) Day is to celebrate the contributions of Community Development Corporations (CDC) operating within the City of Atlanta.  The two primary components of this year’s event will be an exposition of CDCs in the rotunda of City Hall and a proclamation issued by Council President Pro Tempore Ceasar C. Mitchell to all participating member organizations.  

CED Day is an opportunity to highlight the day-to-day successes of CDCs, and their alliances with the grant making entities and public officials that make community-based economic development possible.
