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Across the nation, CDCs are reminding their residents, board members, and staffs to go to the polls. 

Low-income people, especially African Americans, Asian Americans, Latinos, and Native Americans, are less likely to vote.  
Remind People to Vote!
However, when they are asked to vote by people they respect - your staff and you - 
they are more likely to vote!

CDCs Turn Out the Vote
       In Portland, Oregon, every family that visits Portland Community Reinvestment Initiative for services gets a voter registration form.  They have run an active get out to vote campaign that started in the summer.  This CDC has either registered or confirmed that all residents of their properties are registered.  "We started the day the ballots were mailed and we will continue until the last day before the election to call every one of our families and remind them to get their ballot in the mail," says Maxine Fitzpatrick, Executive Director.
       CAP Services in central Wisconsin runs Get Out the Vote campaigns in all of its Head Start and Family Literacy Centers.  “On election night, we schedule a family dinner and remind people to vote before attending.  We build up to this by reminding people how important it is to vote the 30 days prior to the election and to remind participants they can register on election day at the polls if they want.  We also help them find out where their polling place is,” explains Karl Pnazek, President and CEO.
